1. Gardening Work:

Mow grass, Center has a power push mower and a riding mower, two adults
needed to operate or Scouts 18 yrs and older.

Trim weeds with Weed Eaters, 2 extra Weed Eaters needed, gas preferred, or
electric if you have long cords; adults or 18 and above Scouts.

Pull or hoe weeds, trim plants with loppers, clippers; rake up loose materials;
along the fence line, camp sites, other areas. Center has some tools, small crew
needed.

2. Prepare and paint wrought iron front gate, center has sand paper, paint and
brushes.

3. Sand and varnish eight (8) doors, Center has sand paper, varnish and brushes.

4. Apply Waterproof coating to deck/floor in the Whalers Walk, Center has sealer and
brushes/rollers.

5. Carpentry Work Jobs:

Hand rail repair in Amphitheatre; replace a section of handrail, North side top
rail. Center has lumber, carpenter and tools required; 2” x 8” x 8’ long.
1-2 Adults & 1-2 youth

. Install fencing along walkway — 30” high, above campsites “D” & “E”. Center

has the materials. Drive Posts into ground, run and tie wire fence material to
posts. 1 Adults & 3-4 youth

6. Crate in driveway, uncrate fiberglass dome, move dome by hand to “yut” structure
at center of campground, dispose of crate. Fiberglass Dome is 6’ dia x 18” high.



7. Sprinkler Repairs PVC piping, plumbing tools needed. Center has materials and
some tools. Adult & youth

8. Clean up crew, back of Kitchen area, Basement areas, Boat House.

9. Remove old loose caulking around the swimming pool deck, keep material out of

swimming pool / water.

10.Beach Clean Up, remove trash and debris from beach area.

Some projects can be done with older youth in charge, other projects should have an
adult either supervising or at least advising the crew members. Power tools must be

operated only by adults or Arrowmen 18 and above.
